Course Championship 
Dates:       August 19th, 20th, and 21st

Entry Fee:   $125.00/Player - Includes Lunch on Saturday and Sunday, Drink Tickets and Prizes.  Note: Rawls Course Gold Members will pay an additional $12/day for cart, Silver Members will pay an additional $35/day for green fees and cart, and non-members will pay an additional $45/day for green fees and cart. 

--Deadline for paid entries: Wednesday August 17, 2011-- 

Eligibility:  Male Rawls Course Members or RMGA Members with a Certified/Verified Handicap Index.  

Open Division:  Golfers age 18 and above.  This will be a 54 hole medal play tournament from the Black tee boxes to determine the Course Champion (Gross).  

Net Division: Open to golfers age 21 or above at the beginning of the tournament with a USGA Certified or PGA Professional Verified Handicap Index.  On Friday and Saturday participants in this division will play in a Net Match Play Round Robin that will consist of six-6 hole matches, 3 on Friday and 3 on Saturday.  We will use a point system like the Ryder Cup to track results.  Wins are worth 1 point, ties worth ½ point, and losses worth 0 points.  Each point will be worth $10 in prizes to be paid out at the end of the tournament.  The results from this Net Match Play Round Robin will be used to flight Sunday’s Net Medal Round.  On Sunday, participants will play a one day Net Medal Round to determine the winners in each flight.  Winners and prizes will be awarded for each flight for Sunday’s medal play round in addition to the money won during the Net Match Play Round Robin.  The winner of the highest flight will be deemed the Course Champion (Net).   

Handicaps:  Players under 60 years of age must play from the Red Tees.  Players age 60 and up may play from either the Red Tees or the White Tees. Players age 80 and up may play from the Red Tees, the White Tees or the Gold Tees.  Players must play from the same tees for the entire tournament.  Handicaps will be adjusted either up or down from the White Tees as follows:  Players from the Gold Tees will lose 3 handicap holes while players from the Red Tees will gain 2 handicap holes.  Example:  A contestant with a 12 handicap playing from the Gold Tees will lose three handicap holes, i.e. their 12 handicap will become a 9 handicap. On the other hand a contestant with a 12 handicap playing from the Red Tees will gain two handicap holes, i.e. their 12 handicap will become a 14 handicap.  

Friday Match Play:  Players will be divided into foursomes based on each player’s Handicap Index.   Each player will then play a net six-hole match with each of the other 3 players in his foursome.   The number of “strokes” available to each player during each match will depend on his handicap index (adjusted for the Red and Gold Tees variance, if applicable) and where his handicap holes fall on the score card.  For example: A player with a 12 handicap playing from the Red Tees will have fourteen handicap holes.  Wherever these handicap holes fall on the scorecard will determine where they will come into play during each six-hole match.  At the end of the round the foursome will report the number of points won by each player during the round to the tournament committee 

Saturday Match Play  Players will be divided into foursomes based on the results from Friday’s Match Play Round, i.e. the players with the most points from Friday will play each other and the players with the fewest points from Friday will play each other. As on Friday, each player will then play a net six-hole match with each of the other 3 players in his foursome as he did on the first day. At the end of the round the foursome will report the number of points won by each player during the round to the tournament committee.  

Sunday Net Medal Play:  Players will be placed in flights based on the total number of points each player won during their six Match Play contests on Friday and Saturday, with the tiebreaker moving the lower handicapped players into the higher flight.  Each flight will then play a net medal round to determine the winners of each flight.
